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So far in 2016, the Highway Department has:

1. Performed preventative care to prolong the life of the existing surface on Main Street in South Salem by sealing the cracks in the roadway and in Michelle Estates (Fairview, Gideon Reynolds and Lambert Ridge and Silkman) by laying a fiber mat over the existing roadway.
2. Re-paved Diane Court, Merritt Court, Mill River Road, North Court, Saw Grass Drive and South Court.

In addition to these the Town plans to pave a small portion of Schoolhouse Road as soon as New York City and New York State issue the necessary permits and the East of Hudson Watershed Corporation has rebuilt the drainage system. 

Finally the Town’s consistent lobbying of the New York State Department of Transportation has resulted in Route 123 being re-paved from Conant Valley Road north to Route 35 and the work now beginning on I 684 from Katonah north to Route 84. For this last item we also thank Representative Sean Patrick Maloney for his work on the Transportation Committee in Congress which is an excellent follow up to his providing the funds to New York State to pave Route 138 in 2015.
