1) Minutes:  The minutes from the March 18, 2015 meeting were approved. 
2) Public education.  

a) Mead Street – Paul has asked Tom to take another video. Jan and Paul will take photos.  
b) Henri has been running mulching mower and county PSA’s. 
c) Next video will be septic systems, and Paul will ask Evelyn to start on it. 
d) Spring Brochure published in March, 7500 printed for distribution with 6845 mailed to residents.
3) Stormwater Infrastructure maps for use by highway.  Joe provided a draft catch basin inspection form for Peter R. to review. We again discussed an indexed set of “tiles” of the map available in a book and in pdf format so they could be printed / copied as required, then marked up and used for updates. We need to have Sam print the latest set of maps with the appropriate layers. 
4) Outfall inspection.  2014 is complete, Joe said a proposal will be coming to the town for the next 20% to be done for 2015.
5) Annual Report:  Joe will incorporate Paul’s info, and is waiting for more into from Peter R. .The report will be presented to the Town Board on May 18. 
6) Town employee training.  
a) Town employees attended a joint training session with Pound Ridge employees on April 8. 
b) Paul, Ron, and Jan attended a Green Infrastructure / Stormwater educational session on March 19 in Millbrook NY. 
c) Paul, Jan, and Dan attended a session on septic systems at the Katonah Library on April 22. 
7) Public education:  We sent information to Dana for inclusion in the Town brochure, including the requirement that septic systems be pumped.
8) Proposed Stormwater amendment. Paul reported he’d sent the stormwater committee memo to the Town Board in support of the proposed changes to the town code. 
9) Town Facilities SWPP.  This will be presented to the Town Board along with the annual report.
10) New stormwater permit.  Joe reported that a new two year interim permit was issued with no changes to the current regulations. 

11) Proposals.  We discussed a series of projects that might be appropriate for EOH or NWWC or CWCWC funding.  

a) South Shore Septic.  This could be a conventional community system, or could be designed as and enhanced system. Paul sent the proposal to Peter for his consideration. 

b) Kitchawan fire road.  This would be to put pervious paving where there is currently dirt access to Lake Kitchawan. 

c) Cove Road ROW.  A catch basin pipe to a lake is broken and water flows to the surface. This might be eligible for a swale or other treatment. 

d) Bedford’s proposed fund for septic repair.  If this takes off, should it be offered to other residents?  Should it only be offered within some distance (200ft?) of a waterbody or wetland? 

e) Floating islands.  Jan brought an article about floating islands that, if accepted, seems to offer a cost effective way to reduce phosphorus in waterbodies, and seems to require limited space. Article link is here:  http://www.wetlandsnewsletter.org/store/download/109309/8766 
f) Septic phosphorus filters:  Paul discussed a tank and filter that is inserted between the septic tank and the fields that will reduce phosphorus. The need for individual engineering makes them very expensive and Paul would like to develop a “standard” approach that would be affordable.
