1) Minutes:  The minutes from the May 5, 2015 meeting were approved. 
2) Public education.  

a) Mead Street – Paul has asked Tom to take another video. Jan and Paul will take photos.  Joe gave an update – the fine grading has been completed, and the planting should take place in the next few weeks. 
b) Henri will rerun running mulching mower video in the fall.  We discussed how to find it on the town’s website. 
c) Next video will be septic systems, and Evelyn plans to start on it in September. 
d) The  summer Parks & Rec brochure contains our info. The info for the fall brochure is needed soon. We reviewed the draft and it’s ready to go with minor changes.  We will also ask for the septic pumping requirement to be repeated. 
3) Stormwater Infrastructure maps for use by highway.  Sam has printed the maps.  Sam and Paul will meet with Peter R to discuss the use and make the next steps.  Paul also wants to add the non-watershed mapping information he has.  Jan offered to try to help and they will try to schedule time.    
4) Outfall inspection.  2014 is complete. Joe said a proposal will be coming to the town for the next 20% to be done for 2015.
5) Annual Report:  The report was presented to the Town Board on May 18, then signed and sent in. 
6) Town Facilities SWPP.  This was presented to the Town Board at the same time as the annual report. The board approved it at their next meeting. Joe will make a disk with the pdf copy so that it can be stored more easily. The original document is in a binder at Highway.  The 2015 inspection date was discussed and members agreed to do this in the fall. 
7) New stormwater permit.  Joe reported that a new two year interim permit was issued with no changes to the current regulations. 

8) Stormwater Webinar.  Joe and Paul attended a webinar that discussed a way of preparing the annual plan and report.  We agreed not to do this unless it’s mandated.  

9) Proposals.  We discussed a series of projects that might be appropriate for EOH or NWWC or CWCWC funding.  Joe indicated that new funding will only go to approved stormwater practices.
a) South Shore Septic.  This could be a conventional community system, or could be designed as an enhanced system. 

b) Kitchawan fire road.  This would be to replace dirt with pervious paving.
c) Cove Road ROW.  The catch basin pipe is broken and water flows on the surface to the lake. Bedford’s proposed fund for septic repair.  If this takes off, should it be offered to other residents?  Should it only be offered within some distance (200ft?) of a waterbody or wetland? 

d) Floating islands.  Not in the stormwater practice manual. 
e) Septic phosphorus filters:  Paul discussed a tank and filter that is inserted between the septic tank and the fields that will reduce phosphorus. He discussed it at 6/16 NWWC meeting and plans to say more at 9/22 meeting. 
f) EOH funds vac truck.  We agreed to ask about status.  
10) Site visit.  We discussed visiting an existing set of ponds on Rock Shelter Road. We want to see how we could document BMPs like this in the Town’s stormwater mapping.

11) Next meeting.  The next meeting is scheduled for WEDNESDAY September 9, 2015.
