1) Minutes:  The minutes from the December 5, 2013 meeting were approved. 
2) Public education 
a) Parks and Rec brochure.  Paul sent information to Dana for the spring brochure. The new year’s resolutions have been posted on the website. 
b) TV spot – We talked about the message and audience for updating our 2007 video. Paul had generated a list of ideas. We agreed to try to work around the storm drain / catch basin as the uniting topic (assuming Peter R agrees.) We each should have a section, Joe will do the stormwater maps, and Evelyn will talk about septic systems. Paul will draft a flow for us.  We also discussed having the school theater group get involved. 
c) Videos – Paul has asked the Liquid Assets contact if we can reshow the film, also will ask Henri to rerun After the Storm, and asked committee members to help identify more videos. 
d) More brochures? Paul brought some of our old brochures and will ask Janet if there are more around to put out.  We also discussed getting in touch with the County or DEC for more printed information. This might also be something to ask the EOH corporation to fund. 
3) Town Facilities SWPP.  Joe has an updated Town Facilities SWPP containing draft street sweeping language. Paul got with Peter R and drafted how Highway currently tracks catch basin cleanouts and repairs. Joe will update this and distribute to the group for review, then it should be adopted by the Town Board. 
4) Stormwater mapping.  We continued to discuss the approach for updates. Highway does not have a standard phone platform that would allow use of cell phones for updates. The most likely approach appears to be one based on paper tiles.  We discussed that a standard approach might be something that the EOH corp could develop for use across the towns, and Dan offered to talk to Peter Parsons about that idea. 
5) Documentation books.  Paul continued to gather information to document our activities, and showed us his documentation to date for 2013, which looks great. (Thanks Paul!).   

6) Annual report.  Paul reminded us that the stormwater year ends March 9, and so we will begin working on the Annual report. 
7) Meeting calendar.   We agreed on the meeting calendar for 2014, generally the first Thursday of the month. 
8) Next meeting.  The next meeting is scheduled for March 6, 2014.
